Born in 1963 in Gera, GDR, the famed auteur began work as a 
sound engineer before completing a traineeship at the DEFA 
Studio for Feature Film. Dresen studied directing at the 
Konrad Wolf Academy for Film and Television and went on to 
direct his first feature film Stilles Land in 1992. 

His breakthrough came with Night Shapes (1999) which won 
the Best Actor Silver Bear at the Berlin International Film 
Festival (Berlinale). Success at the Cannes Film Festival 
followed with Cloud 9 (2008) awarded the Coup de Coeur 
jury prize and Stopped on Track (2011) the Un Certain Regard 
Prize. In 2018 Gundermann was awarded six German film 
prizes, and in 2022 Rabiye Kurnaz VS. George W. Bush was 
awarded two Silver Bears and three German Film Awards. 

Also a theatre director, Dresen has worked at the Cottbus 
State Theater, the Theater Basel and the Bavarian State Opera.

Following the fall of the Iron Curtain and the 
dissolution of Soviet control of Poland in the 

early 1990s, New York-based music journalist 
Ruth (Lena Dunham, Girls) and her Polish father 
Edek (Stephen Fry, QI), a charmingly stubborn 
Holocaust survivor, set out on a tour of his 
homeland. Visiting Edek’s childhood haunts, Ruth 
hopes to make sense of her family’s traumatic 
past. The journey takes them from Warsaw 
to Łódź, her father’s hometown, to Krakow 
and the Auschwitz-Birkenau concentration 
camp. Having left Poland and the past behind,

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In poetic vignettes, this tender ensemble drama 
from Thomas Stuber (In the Aisles) based on 

the short story collection by Clemens Meyer 
and starring Nastassja Kinski (Paris Texas), 
explores three stories of longing in nighttime 
Leipzig set amongst the everyday lives of its 
characters. A snack bar owner smokes with 
his Muslim neighbour in the stairwell of their 
apartment building, looking out to the brutalist 
concrete buildings on the city’s outskirts - relics 
of the GDR past. As the nights go on, they draw 
closer to one another. A security guard watches 
over a satellite town with a residential complex 
that many foreigners call home. On night patrol, 
he encounters a young Ukrainian woman who 
fled her home country when the war broke out. 
A cleaner meets a hairdresser in a train station 
bar after her night shift. They become friends 
and spend many nights together in the station, 
escaping their loneliness. The all-star ensemble 
features Martina Gedeck (The Lives of Others), 
Albrecht Schuch (All Quiet on the Western 
Front), Charly Hübner (The Lives of Others), and 
Peter Kurth (Babylon Berlin).

On a barren island, a mother and son 
must confront years of silence and 

misunderstanding in writer-director Hanna 
Slak’s atmospheric fourth feature, that brims 
with tension and cleverly combines a chamber 
thriller with introspective family drama. When 
orchestra conductor Nina’s (Maren Eggert, I’m 
Your Man GFF21) teenage son Lars (Jona Levin 
Nicolai) is injured in a strange accident at school, 
she decides to take a break from city life and her 
orchestra rehearsals to be completely there for 
him. For five days, she and Lars will head from 
Munich to an island in western France. A place 
imbued with fond family memories, the island in 
winter is no paradise, but instead windy, dark and 
cold. In the small beach house, mother and son 
are forced to face each other. While thoughts of 
music and her career haunt Nina, Lars withdraws 
further every day. Misunderstandings multiply, 
suspicions arise, and when a winter storm cuts 
the last connection to the mainland, a dangerous 
confrontation ensues.

As an aspiring young medical student, Helene 
(a mesmerising Mala Emde) arrives in the 

exciting, roaring 1920s Berlin with her sister 
Martha. Soon she meets and falls in love with 
Karl (Thomas Prenn) and the world seems to be 
their oyster. But, as the city’s carefree ambiance 
darkens, the course of Helene’s life takes a 
drastic, irreversible turn when the Nazis come 
into power. She meets handsome Luftwaffe 
officer Wilhelm and through strokes of fate and 
the cover-up of her Jewish ancestry during the 
Nazi era, she is gradually robbed of her identity. 
Despite the fear, the courage to make an 
outrageous decision grows, moved by the hope 
for a new beginning and ready to do anything 
to start a new life. Based on Julia Franck’s 
bestselling German Book Prize-winning novel 
Die Mittagsfrau, Barbara Albert’s adaptation is a 
touching and emotional portrait of one woman’s 
resolve to survive.

Film Festival, Mišel Matičević (Exile GFF21, 

Babylon Berlin) delivers a standout performance 
in moody crime thriller Scorched Earth, the 
second part of writer/director Thomas Arslan’s 
(In the Shadows) planned trilogy. Twelve years 
after career criminal Trojan (Matičević) was 
forced to flee Berlin, a desperate search for work 
leads him back to the city. But Berlin and crime 
have changed since then and the digital world 
has taken over, with his old contacts no longer 
of much use. Unwilling to go into cybercrime, it 
takes some time before he can secure a job via 
his handler Rebecca, who offers him a lucrative 
contract: the theft of a painting by Caspar David 
Friedrich. The heist unites Trojan with getaway 
driver Diana (Marie Leuenberger, Caged Birds 
GFF22), old acquaintance Luca and cyber 
expert Chris. Everything looks promising, but 
the shadowy client and his middleman Victor 
(Alexander Fehling, Labyrinth of Lies, The 
Captain GFF19) have their own agenda and soon 
the meticulously planned heist gets out of hand.

Perfect Secret GFF21, Victoria) delivers an 

outstanding performance in One for the Road, 
a deeply touching and distinctly authentic story 
set between Berlin’s famous bars and sober 
therapy rooms. Mark (Lau) seems to have easily 
mastered life between his demanding job as a 
construction manager and rambunctious forays 
into Berlin’s nightlife. That is, until he is stopped 
by the police one night, and temporarily loses 
his driving license until he completes a course. 
Mark bets his best friend Nadim that he will not 
drink any alcohol until he gets his license back, 
but his friends are skeptical that he will succeed. 
During the course he meets Helena (Nora 
Tschirner, Rabbit Without Ears) who also doesn’t 
believe in his determination. While at first Mark 
is confident of victory, disillusionment follows, 
causing him to evaluate whether he has a more 
serious problem than he thought. Temptations 
lurk everywhere in this amusing tragicomedy 
from director Markus Goller (25km/h GFF19) 
that dives into the highs and lows of drinking 
and the meaning of true friendship.

Rural police officer Andrea (Birgit Minichmayr, 
Downfall, The White Ribbon), has decided to 

end her unhappy marriage and transfer to a new 
position as a detective inspector in the city police 
department. As she drives home after a birthday 
party, Andrea has no chance of stopping when her 
drunken soon-to-be ex-husband suddenly appears 
in front of her car. Unable to brake in time and in 
a state of shock, Andrea commits a hit-and-run, 
fleeing the scene. That same night, being called to 
duty as the local police officer to the crime scene, 

Andrea discovers to her surprise and horror that 
the religious education teacher and recovering 
alcoholic Franz (Josef Hader) has confessed to 
the crime. He is convinced that he is to blame and 
so is everyone else in the village. So, while Franz 
starts drinking again, Andrea does everything in 
her power to cover her tracks. Perfectly blending 
dark humour and tragedy, this intelligent second 
feature from director/writer/supporting actor 
Josef Hader aptly captures the challenges of 
small-town life in idyllic rural Austria.

In the winter of 1939 in Switzerland, Lubo (a 
superb Franz Rogowski, Victoria GFF21), who 

makes a humble living as a nomadic street 
performer, is called up to join the Swiss army to 
defend the border with Austria from a potential 
German invasion. Forced to abandon his family, he 
soon discovers that his wife tragically died while 
trying to stop the authorities from taking their 
three young children away. Targeted because they 
are Yenish, a minority nomadic community, Lubo’s 
family falls victim to a national campaign for the 

‘re-education’ of street children (Hilfswerk für die 
Kinder der Landstrasse). Lubo knows that he will 
never have peace until he reunites with his children 
and gets justice for himself and his people – for 
which he is ready to go to extraordinary lengths. 
Loosely inspired by the novel Il Seminatore by 
Mario Cavatore, this sweeping drama from Giorgio 
Diritti follows a man’s decades-long epic quest for 
freedom, justice, love and self-determination, that 
encourages us to rethink the blurred boundaries 
between good and evil.
