From multi award-winning director John Andreas Andersen 
(The Burning Sea, The Quake), Number 24 is a gripping 
new spy drama depicting the extraordinary true story of 
a modest young ‘every-man’ drawn into the resistance 
movement during World War II.

Present day, Rjukan, Norway. An elderly Gunnar Sønsteby 
(Erik Hivju), prepares to address a group of students about 
what really happened during the occupation. He has given 
his speech many times before, but accessing these difficult 
memories still gives him immeasurable pause.

In 1940, Germany has invaded Norway, and 22-year-old 
accountant Gunnar (Sjur Vatne Brean) immediately offers his 
services to the resistance. Single minded and rarely flustered, 
Gunnar’s meticulous planning and talent for espionage soon 
sees him head up the Oslo-gang, carrying out – in concert 
with remote assistance from Britain's MI5 – increasingly 
daring and nerve-wracking sabotage operations. Suspenseful 
and expertly crafted, with numerous clock-ticking action 
set-pieces, Number 24 compellingly probes the morality 
of wartime and the weight of responsibility in the fight for 
freedom, drawing comparisons to modern day events.

Acclaimed director Erik Poppe (The King’s Choice) returns 
to wartime Norway with Quisling: The Final Days, a bold and 
fascinating historical drama about the country’s infamous – 
if not most controversial - autocratic leader.

A box office hit in Finland, this summery black comedy is 
a tribute to the countryside provinces and to the traditional 
Finnish brew sahti, the liquid gold of Finland. Enjoyed at 
Midsummer, Christmas, weddings, funerals and parties, the 
drink has a legendary reputation. 

In a small village in southern Finland, middle-aged sisters 
Taina (Pirjo Lonka) and Pirkko (Elina Knihtilä) have promised 
to spend weeks making 100 litres of their famous, strong 
self-brewed beer, sahti, for their sister’s wedding.

But their batch is so tasty, they cannot help but drink it all 
themselves! Struggling with massive hangovers and with 
only two days until the wedding, they have a series of 
hilarious misadventures racing against the clock to procure 
another 100 litres and save the wedding, or else they will 
lose their reputation as the best sahti-brewers in the village.

Written and directed by prolific Finnish director Teemu 
Nikki (Death is a Problem for the Living) 100 Litres of Gold is 
an entertaining adventure and tale of beer, community and 
local pride.

From director Mika Kaurismäki (The Grump: In Search of an 
Escort, The Girl King) this fourth installment in The Grump 
series, based on the novel by Tuomas Kyrö, is set during a 
lush Finnish summer and follows aging, laconic farmer The 
Grump (Heikki Kinnunen).

One day, while out grocery shopping, The Grump’s attention 
is captured by an irresistibly attractive scent – a mixture of 
chainsaw oil, pine bark and sawdust. The scent belongs 
to the free spirit of artist Saimi (Jaana Saarinen), who upon 
meeting him, is intent on using him as a model for her 
photography. To his surprise, The Grump is drawn to Saimi 
and cannot help enjoying her company. The words, gaze 
and touch of another person awaken long-lost feelings and 
shake away the loneliness of the long-term widower. 

His sons are skeptical of the new friendship and do not trust 
Saimi’s intentions, wondering if she is after their inheritance. 
Family meetings, misunderstandings, swimming in the 
moonlight and sleepless nights ensue, in this heartfelt and 
entertaining comedy imbued with deadpan humour.

Ville Virtanen (Bordertown) delivers a standout performance 
as businessman Abraham Stiller, a pillar of Helsinki's Jewish 
community who did everything in his power to help the 
Jewish refugees.

Helsinki, 1942. The state of Finland has made an alliance 
with Nazi Germany. Only one man is trying to stop the 
Finnish security services which were operating in secrecy, 
turning over Jewish refugees into the hands of Gestapo. As 
Nazi influence grows, Stiller finds himself torn between his 
personal life and his politics, and must risk everything to 
protect his community.

A moving drama that shines a light on the plight of Jewish 
refugees in Finland during WWII, Never Alone showcases 
the inspiring humanitarian efforts of a man who risked 
everything to protect them, in a gripping story of courage, 
and the fight for hope amidst overwhelming adversity.

Love is messy in this Finnish dramedy about the 
complexities of modern love and mid-life crises from 
director Paula Korva in her feature film debut.

Jane (Iina Kuustonen) is a travel agent who sells people 
their dream adventures, but in her own life, she is happily 
settled down in Helsinki with her actor partner, Mikki (Riku 
Nieminen).
