The most common age of
female victims in Alaska is 15, and for male victims it is age 16.*

the highest rates of sexual assault in the nation.

STAR is the only agency in Alaska specializing and focusing solely on sexual
trauma prevention and response.

STAR
offers a variety of services that include legal advocacy, court and medical
accompaniment, safety planning and emergency assistance (such as emergency
relocation, rapid rehousing, protective order application and hearing support),
trauma therapy, support groups and art therapy.
