One Clent's Story..

submitted by a STAR Direct Service Advocate

"I met with a client at the start of this
year just hours after she barely escaped
a brutal attack by her husband. She was
underweight, heavily bruised, her eye
was swollen shut, and she spoke in a
whisper with what little voice she had
been spared when he had strangled her.
She told of many previous attacks over
the years—all horrendous—but detailed
how she knew this attack would've likely
ended with her death.

Her husband had isolated her from her
family and friends, controlled what she
ate and where she went, and kept her
from working to keep her from having
her own income.

She expressed that she never would
have believed that anyone, especially
herself, could start a whole new life at
almost 60 years old.

Within the first three months after
starting services with STAR, she was
actively engaged in trauma therapy
sessions, had secured stable, full time
employment, applied for housing, had
reconnected with one of her children
after many years, and her injuries had
healed significantly. She holds the
manager position at her job and is in the
process of getting a divorce from her
husband, who is now incarcerated.
When we talk over the phone now, she
laughs and makes jokes and expresses
gratitude for things like fishing with her
cousins in the sun, dancing with her
grand babies, and going up a pant size.
She has regained full control of her voice
and says she plans to use that voice to
share her story and empower others one
day."

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COMBINING FORCES FOR
POSITIVE CHANGE

Nearly four years after it's
inception, House Bill 5,
sponsored by Anchorage
Representative Geran Tarr,
was still in the House Finance
Committee on May 17 - just
before the end of the 2022
legislative session.

That same day, Rep. Tarr worked with Representative Sara Rasmussen to add the
language into House Bill 325. HB 325 addressed a legal remedy regarding
revenge porn, making it actionable for victims to file a domestic violence
protective order in response to this horrific crime.

HBS5 included the rewriting the consent definition to a yes means yes affirmative
definition - now the law says consent is a freely given, reversible agreement
specific to the conduct at issue. It also criminalizes the act of rape by fraud, and
concludes a multi-year Rape Kit Reform Initiative to require rape Kits be tested
within six months.

Senator Shelley Hughes and Senator Jesse Kiehl made impassioned arguments
for adding Tarr's House Bill 5 as an amendment to HB 325, which was on the
floor. The Senate then voted unanimously to pass the amendment and the bill,
then the House voted unanimously to concur with the changes to the bill.
Governor Mike Dunleavy signed the bill into law on July 8, 2022.

We humbly thank Representative Geran Tarr for her determination to move this
legislation and for working with key partners on the necessary revisions to push it
forward. We also owe a great deal of thanks to the bill's co-sponsors, and to every
person who wrote to their legislators, and to everyone who testified in public
hearings.

This important bi-partisan initiative was an enormous undertaking, and a step in

the right direction to hold perpetrators accountable while removing barriers to
gaining justice for Survivors.
