Tuesday, March 19 - Today’s Prompt: Who might you have a conversation with to learn
about God? Read: “Your word is a lantern to my feet and a light upon my path.” - Psalm

Wednesday, March 20 - Today's Prompt: What are you thankful for? Read: “For we are
aliens and transients before you, as were all our ancestors; our days on the earth are like a
shadow, and there is no hope.” -1 Chronicles 29:15

Thursday, March 21 - Today’'s Prompt: Where do you see the seven practices of the Way of
Love in this story? Read: “Finding no way to bring him in because of the crowd, they went
up on the roof and let him down on the stretcher through the tiles into the middle of the
crowd in front of Jesus.” - Luke 5:19

Friday, March 22 - Today's Prompt: How do your creative outlets impact on taking rest?
Read: Genesis 1:1-24

Saturday, March 23 - Today’'s Prompt: Practice lectio divina with this scripture: Read: “‘But
when he came to his senses he said, ‘How many of my father’'s hired hands have bread
enough and to spare, but here | am dying of hunger! | will get up and go to my father, and |
will say to him, “Father, | have sinned against heaven and before you; | am no longer worthy
to be called your son; treat me like one of your hired hands.””
