DAVID R. SMITH 
OCTOBER PRESENTATION 

 
JWS members enjoyed David’s easygoing, 

relaxed, demonstration as water, land, trees, 

buildings and a gondola floated out of a softly 

blurred mist.   

He held our attention with a running 

description of his painting background, 

quoting favorite instructors and describing his 

painting successes and failures with humor.  

David was the Juror for our Fall Show, and 

prepared a very insightful Juror’s  Statement.  

Our Show Program is a small one, so it was 

necessary to abbreviate the Statement, but I 

asked him if it would be “OK” to include the 

entire Statement in this Newsletter, because it reflects  the various issues, perspectives and 

complexities that can be a part of judging a show like ours.  David’s complete Juror’s 

Statement  follows on the next page. 

Last year’s ARTISTS OF THE YEAR, Ted Head and Jennie Szaltis, are wonderful, prize-winning 

artists, and both are watercolor instructors.  To take full advantage of their skills, each will host 

a meeting demonstration.

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I was honored to juror, but it was not an easy job.  Watercolor can be a challenging medium.  
And I was impressed by the quality of work, which will provide viewers a great taste of what 
can be accomplished with the medium. 

However, as much as I enjoyed viewing everyone’s work, I had the arduous task of choosing a 
handful for awards.  There was a lot of coin flipping… David had a full head of hair before trying to choose 
awards for this exhibition.  Fortunately, I had some of your Watercolor Society board patiently waiting on me 
to make my selections… Had they not been there, I may have been there all day exchanging paintings in and 
out for award acceptance.   

I think everyone knows, but it’s a good idea to remind folks, that the process of selection is very subjective.  If 
another juror were to take my place, there would undoubtedly be some different selections of paintings 
awarded.  And again, had I been provided more time, I would have continued to swap out one painting for 
another as there were so many worthy of award recognition. 

And I want to thank everyone who entered the show for sharing your work with the public.  It’s such a joy 

for I and others to view.  And it inspires us and shows us what is capable with the watercolor medium.    

In regards to my criteria for choosing awards, there are many.  I appreciate technical skill over the medium… 
the ability to control the fluid medium of watercolor is impressive as well as the ability to accurately depict a 3 
dimensional object on a 2 dimensional surface.   

Many of the paintings have shown what we’ve been taught are essential elements to a good painting: strong 
composition that perhaps leads the eye in or around the painting, interesting and balanced shapes, 
harmonious or impactful colors, strategic use of values, etc.   

However, as this is a Watercolor Exhibit a significant criteria as judge was “Does the painting showcase the 
qualities of watercolor well?”  What attracts us to watercolor vs paintings in another medium?  I love the 
versatility of the medium.  One could use watercolor like an oil or acrylic and layer on thick pigment in a very 
controlled manner.  But what makes watercolor so unique and enjoyable (and sometimes challenging) is the 
medium of water… and watching the beautiful interminglings of color on the paper and unique textures and 
transparent glazes that are unique to watercolor.   

Many of the watercolors I selected have this balance of impressionism and showing the paint qualities unique 
to watercolor, as well as areas in the painting where the artist shows great skill in controlling the medium… 
some to point of photorealism.   

However, as the artist Herman Pekel once said “artists make the worst judges – as they focus on the technical 
side vs the emotional side of the painting.”  And he added that if Van Gogh would have entered an 
exhibition, artists would never select his pieces. 

So, I tried to take this into consideration and not just look at the paintings with a “technical eye”, E.g. how is 
the edge quality of their shapes… is everything depicted accurately?  But also to simply view the paintings 
and sense if I feel drawn to the painting … does the painting illicit an emotion, does the piece hold my 
interest?   

Paintings that tend to draw me in as a viewer include some mystery and mood, an impressionistic area which 
showcases the beauty of the medium and leaves some parts of the painting up to the imagination of the 
viewer, but also has areas of realism where the artist shows they have control of the medium to the extent 

that they can represent a subject well… perhaps with a tighter, more detailed area. 

Lastly, I appreciate risk-taking, originality, and/or a thought-provoking painting or piece that tells a story or 
one that strikes me emotionally and brings me into the scene. 

So that’s a little about the lens from which I viewed the paintings and why I selected all these particular 
paintings in the exhibition…Congratulations again to all of you and to these award winners…
