Last time you read The Picture Bible, you read from pages 402-
490.  In that section, you read how both kingdoms, Israel in the 
north and Judah in the south, were destroyed by other empires 
(the Assyrians and the Babylonians).  The lesson learned: trust 
God and obey Him, and things will go well.  Not perfectly, not 
easy, but well. 
 
Read pages 491-508 

• Before Judah fell to the Babylonians, God called a 
prophet named Isaiah to tell Judah to no longer worship 
idols, but to instead worship God.  Isaiah saw a vision of 
God in the temple.  In this vision, the angels say,

• After Isaiah, God calls another prophet named 
J……………………..…… to tell His people to trust no one or 
nothing besides God.
