REFLECTION FROM FR, RALPH

The Gospel for this weekend provides us with the opportunity to consider two questions that are primary as
we await our Lord’s return at the end of the age: who are we, and what are we supposed to do? Now, we
know that we are called disciples, which is translated from the Greek word “mathetes,” meaning student, and
the Latin word “discipulus,” meaning both student and follower.

So, as disciples, we both learn from Jesus, and we strive to follow Him according to what He teaches us.
Also, we are stewards, that is, we are to properly and faithfully care for what Jesus gave His Church, and any
gift He gives to each one of us; and finally, we are His servants, in that we do what Jesus commands us.

At first glance, we can see at the very beginning of this Gospel that Jesus seeks to teach us through a
parable, and because Jesus entrusts us with what He gives us we are His stewards. But as servants of Jesus
Christ, what are we, according to this Gospel, supposed to do with what Jesus teaches us and gives us?

In St. Paul’s Letter to the Romans we read: “Since we have gifts that differ according to the grace given to
us, let us exercise them: if prophecy, in proportion to the faith; if ministry, in ministering; if one is a teacher,
in teaching; if one exhorts, in exhortation; if one contributes, in generosity; if one is over others, with
diligence; if one does acts of mercy, with cheerfulness.” (Rom12: 6-8) Also, in the First Letter of St. Peter,
we read: “As good stewards of the manifold grace of God, each of you should use whatever gift he has
received to serve one another.” (1 Pt 4:10)

Now, as you know, there are many opportunities here at St. Thomas Church to participate in the ministry
of this parish, and we are all striving to do whatever we can, especially during these challenging times both
with regard to the culture in which we live that either fails to understand our way of life or rejects it, and,
during the current pandemic which has affected our freedom and ability to carry out our mission where and
when it’s possible.

But upon closer examination of what St. Peter and St. Paul tells us, we can see that any gift we have
received, any position we may hold or any ministry with which we are involved, any service that we do, and
any acts of charity that we perform, all have at their source the grace of God. In everything that we do, we
always need to begin with God, draw from what God gives us, learn and grow through His grace, and
continue to depend upon God to protect, lead and guide us. Then, and only then, will we not only do what is
right and just, according to God’s will, we will one day, at the end of the ages be greeted with what we all
hope to hear: “Come, share your master’s joy.” (Mt 25: 21,23) V=Y. »3
