Re: Liturgical Updates

I am writing today to inform you of some updates regarding liturgies in the Diocese of
Bridgeport now that Connecticut has entered Phase 111 of the Reopen Plan for the State.

Effective immediately:

1. Processionals and recessionals are now allowed during the celebration of Mass. This
applies for weekday and Sunday Masses, as well as indoor and outdoor Masses.
However, everyone in the processional or recessional must wear a mask, walk single
file and be spaced six feet apart. When greeting parishioners, maintain proper social
distancing and wear a mask.

2. Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion may assist at Mass if necessary. They
must, along with priests and deacons who distribute Holy Communion, wear masks
and sanitize their hands as required. There are no age restrictions.

3. Collections may be taken at the offertory by volunteers wearing masks using a basket
attached to a long handle. Passing individual baskets is not allowed.

Given that there have been several iterations of liturgical protocols during the pandemic, I am
providing the following summary of what is currently permitted:

1. Masks are required for everyone who attends Mass, including outdoor Masses.

2. Masks are optional for clergy while they are in the sanctuary, but they must wear a
mask (and/or a face shield) while distributing Holy Communion.

3. Two servers and one Master of Ceremony may assist at Mass. There are no age
restrictions.

4. Readers should wear masks when coming to and going from the ambo, but they may
remove their masks while reading. There are no age restrictions.

5. One cantor and one musician are allowed. They must remain six feet apart from each
other and twelve feet from the congregation.

6. Congregational singing is not allowed. However, the cantor may sing all Mass parts
including the Opening Hymn, Kyrie, Gloria, Responsorial Psalm, Gospel Acclamation,
Offertory Hymn, Sanctus, Mystery of Faith, Lamb of God, Communion Hymn and the
Recessional Hymn.

7. A four-voice choir and musician may assist at Mass with the permission of the Bishop.
They must remain six feet apart from each other and twelve feet from the
congregation.

8. Holy Communion may be received in the hand or on the tongue, however clergy and
EMHCs must sanitize their hands after each communicant who receives on the tongue.

9. Printed bulletins may be made available at the end of Mass, preferably on tables to be
picked up.

10. Disposable worship aids, but not hymnals or missalettes, can be used. They should be
picked up from tables at the beginning of Mass and disposed of or taken home after
Mass.
