Dear St. Thomas the Apostle Parishioners, 
 

I wonder how many of you will answer the question without looking at the bottom of the column for the (*) 
asterisk explanation???  
Here we go: How many Americans received a Nobel Prize in all categories as of last week? (Oct 8, 2021) 
All together the number of times the award was received by Americans, compared to other nations, is rather 
overwhelming. Still, it speaks - at least to me - of the very high standard of education that exists here in the 
USA, but, most of all, it speaks so loudly and clearly about the unparalleled opportunities Our Country   
offers to anyone willing to apply their talents and hard work to achieve greatness. I hope it stays this way 
for years and years to come, even though something rather troubling can be detected considering our       
educational system over the last two decades. But who am I to say that, a simple village priest? 
One of my favorite laureates of this esteemed award is – unfortunately – not an American; he received the 
Nobel Prize in Literature in 1923. William Butler Yeats in his poem Sailing to Byzantium, in my humble 
opinion, in one of the most eloquent ways possible, builds a metaphor of a journey, that in fact becomes a 
spiritual one, when the human spirit, driven at large by art, and mortality finally converge. Perhaps, we 
should introduce such a Great Poet, many say the best Irish Poet of all times, to our Philosophy Dinners and 
rediscover some of the universal beauty of His Poetry? Let me know, please. Yet, in today’s lesson from 
the Gospel according to Saint Mark, one could see a very similar reasoning to that of the Irish Poet 
W.B.Yeats: namely – what does it take to achieve greatness? What should I do – or need to – to achieve 
Immortality? Jesus gives us a very simple answer, yet His answer seems to be the most difficult for so many 
over all the ages. I wonder why that is? 
“Settle it all in the best possible way you could, and come, and follow me.” (paraphrasing).
