MESSAGE FROM OUR PASTOR,

Dear St. Thomas Parishioners,

For several weekends now, we have been reflecting on Jesus’ Proposition, as Our Lord answers the question
for those who ask Him: Good teacher, what should I do to inherit Eternal Life? If you want to be great,
Jesus said, you must lower yourself to be the servant of everyone. Not the usual way of looking at power and
greatness, even today, though it seems to me we have traveled a very long way to be where we are today, and
still with only a handful of lessons learned. The reason might be indicated in today’s Gospel: What makes me
blind? Of course, Christ cures a physical blindness, healing that man from today’s Gospel to utmost joy. Yet
you and I, not allowing Jesus to heal our own blindness might be causing the effect of being stuck, instead of
knowing and doing much better in our lives as Catholic believers. Look, what makes a husband blind to all of
his wife’s universe or what she is asking him for? What makes a wife blind to her husband’s world? What
makes a mom blind to her teenage daughter’s troubles, joys and hopes? What makes a son or daughter blind
to their parent’s love and hard work while providing for the family? Or maybe we could look at it from yet
another angle; What blinds me? Is it the consumerism and all its traps? Is it the lure of a better life with more
friends in virtual reality? It cannot be my own reflection in the mirror, please tell me that is not true ©,
Mirror, mirror on the wall...., no, I refuse to believe that is what really blinds us. What is it then?

You see, My Friends, maybe the example of all the students that will be CONFIRMED by Bishop Caggiano
just in two weeks at Saint Thomas Parish will help us to see more clearly the great need of Jesus’
Proposition? How hard and how often I pray that they can be the beacon of hope, the mercy, the Gospel, the
helping hand to all in need around them. Especially today when more and more things and ideas seem to
blind us everywhere? I wonder, at times, what happened to that Blind Man after he was cured by Jesus? Was
he also healed? Did he follow Christ? What was he doing to inherit Eternal Life? Think this week: What
could I possibly do to open my eyes to the new reality? How can I open my eyes to something new Jesus

proposes on the pages of the Gospel? What could possibly blind me less this week so I could spend more time
with my inner — self, or my husband, or my wife, or my Family?
