   Alfred Bernhard Nobel was a chemist, engineer, and inventor who lived from 1833 to 1896 and is the 
founder of the Nobel Peace Prize.  Alfred was a brilliant chemist and inventor who was responsible for the 
development of numerous substances and materials, with dynamite being among the most well-known.   
   Along with the development of his many inventions, he also held over three hundred patents, and             
subsequently became a very successful businessman as well.  In fact, after purchasing Bofors, a steel         
manufacturing company established in the 1870’s, he redirected and built-up the company, transitioning it’s 
line of production for the purpose of developing and manufacturing military weaponry.   
   In 1888, Alfred’s brother died while traveling in France, and a French newspaper mistook Alfred’s brother 
for him, and the obituary emphasized that: “the merchant of death is dead.”  This struck Alfred very deeply 
and thereafter allocated 94% of his estate to the establishment of the Nobel Peace Prize for the purpose of    
recognizing and awarding achievements in five categories: physical science, chemistry, medical science or 
physiology, literature, and the most significant contribution towards international relations in regards to the 
suppression or reduction of military armament, or the establishment or advancement of peace congresses 
among nations. 
   We can only imagine what it must have been for Alfred to suddenly realize that, after so many years of 
working and building a life of such innovation and success, his  contribution to the human condition would be 
remembered as nothing more than a significant increase of wealth, recognition, power and war.   
   Throughout the history of the Church, we can point to  excellent examples of numerous saints that have had 
a conversion of heart; and in fact, we could say that every saint and every person that followed Jesus            
beginning with the Gospels underwent some degree of realization that changed their lives involving a         
conversion of heart, mind and soul.  That is the basic message that we can glean from the Gospel this       
weekend.  As you know, Jesus calls us to contribute to the building up of the Kingdom of God, work in the 
vineyard of this world, and continue the good work that we have begun.  May we, with the help of God’s 
grace, with a continued conversion of heart, answer the invitation to labor when and where Jesus  calls us, so 
that we may continue to produce a fruitful harvest for the glory of God and the salvation of souls.
