Diocesan Assessment 
The assessment is used to cover the cost of Diocesan operations 
and schools.  The formula is based on all gross receipts. For our 
2022 fiscal year,  the annual Cathedraticum  Assessment is 
$85,072.  This equates to a weekly payment of $1,636. This 
represents an annual decrease of $4,633.00 from the prior year. 

Annual Collection For the Health and       
Welfare Fund for the Retired Priests of the 
Diocese of Bridgeport - November 20-21  

This collection is used to offset expenses related to 
the retired priests that are largely incurred by the  
Diocese, which include insurance benefits (medical 
and automobile), Convocation and annual retreat 
costs.  This annual collection is exclusively for the 
retired priests of the Diocese of Bridgeport and 
should not be confused with the Collection for the 
“Retirement Fund for  Religious,” which is      
scheduled this year for December 19-20.
