Diocesan Assessment 
The assessment is used to cover the cost of Diocesan           
operations and schools.  The formula is based on all gross re-
ceipts. For our 2024 fiscal year,  the annual Cathedraticum  
Assessment is $78,324.  This equates to a weekly payment of 
$1,506. This represents an annual decrease of $3,148.00 from 
the prior year.
