REFLECTION FROM FR. RALPH 

Planning a wedding?  Congratulations!!   

 

Call the office to secure your date.  We are         
having ceremonies with all current COVID 
guidelines in place.  We also live-stream your 
ceremony for those who can’t be with you or 
don’t feel comfortable with participating in     
person.  You need to contact the office at least 9 
months prior to your chosen date. 

   One of the most basic challenges for all of us during this time is deciding what to do so that we can fulfill that sense of 
obligation we experience to observe Lent the best way we can.  What should I give up?  Who can I help?  And finally, 
where, when and how can I pray?    
   When considering the readings for this weekend, the first reading from the Book of Genesis and the Gospel of Mark 
can provide a consideration (certainly not the only one) to help us as we strive to observe Lent this year; but before we 
can make the connection between the two readings we need to go back to the Garden of Eden.  The text for our purposes 
reads: “When they heard the sound of the LORD God walking about in the garden at the breezy time of the day, the man 
and his wife hid themselves from the LORD God among the trees of the garden.  The LORD God then called to the man 
and asked him: Where are you?   He answered, “I heard you in the garden; but I was afraid, because I was naked, so I 
hid.” (Gen 3:8-10) 
   So, as we read from Genesis, after Adam and Eve ate from the tree and lost the “original justice” they enjoyed with 
God, they were guilty and experienced great shame, and consequently, they couldn’t bring themselves to be in the pres-
ence of God.  Ever since then, God has reached out to us to restore our relationship with Him - a relationship based on 
authenticity, openness, receptivity, trust, faith and love. 
   Now following this, there are many examples of those who throughout the ages responded to God when called by God.  
For example, Abraham, Jacob, Moses, the prophets, Samuel and Isaiah.  All of them responded to God saying “Here I 
am.”  We can see this type of response at key moments in Salvation History, beginning with Abraham, our father in 
faith, continuing with the patriarchs, Moses the lawgiver, then the prophets, and finally in the New Testament with     
Ananias, who, sent by God, restored the sight of St. Paul. 
   All of these figures in the Bible and many others throughout the ages who responded to God openly and willingly 
heard God’s call and allowed God to lead them. 
   But we must keep in mind that each person had a specific vocation and purpose in the great Plan of Salvation, and we 
can see many examples of them simply following God’s guidance, nothing more, nothing less; and whenever they sought 
to do anything other than, more than, or, at a time other than what God destined, they were corrected.  So, for example, 
David was chastised for taking a census, and it brought considerable ill-effect during his reign and among the people.  
Also, David wanted to build a temple for the Lord, and though this was a good intention, God’s will was that Solomon 
would be the one to build a house in which God would dwell. 
   So, what’s the point to all this?  Well, we can see that in the first reading from Genesis, though God instructed Abra-
ham to sacrifice his son Isaac, God intervened because the time and place to offer an only first born son would be ful-
filled in Jesus Christ; and in the Gospel reading, St. Peter offers accommodation for Jesus, Elijah and Moses, and God 
reveals that this wasn’t necessary.  What’s important here in both cases is that while intending to cooperate with God’s 
will, while striving to openly respond to God’s call, God made known to both Abraham and St. Peter that they need only 
do what God willed, nothing more, nothing less. 
   What is essential in all this, however, what makes discernment of God’s will for our lives even possible, for anyone, at 
anytime, anywhere, is to be present to God in the first place, with open mind and heart; then and only then can God lead 
us, and then we can know where God would have us go, and what we are to do - nothing more, nothing less. 
   So, what shall we give up for Lent?  To whom shall we give and in what way?  How, where and when shall we pray?  
Only what God wills, and we need not load ourselves up with a ton of stuff during the time we have during Lent,    
whether fasting, giving or praying.  To be sure, we are definitely called, each one of us, without exception, to do and not 
do something, and for the best results, I would suggest that, as St. Paul tells us, we should do both at the same time,    
taking away something old and taking on something new (Eph 4:21-24).  In the end, Lent is a time, an opportunity, for 
us to enrich our relationship with God.  But we have to begin somewhere with something, and perhaps that one thing we 
need to consider is what we hear in the Gospel, according to the will of the Father.  We need only present ourselves to 
God with authenticity, openness, receptivity, trust, faith, and love, and simply “listen to him.”
