| REFLECTION FROM FR, RALPH |

Though it may seem hard to believe, Lent begins this coming Wednesday! Now, the first thing that may
come to mind are the requirements that the Church indicates so that we may enjoy a more fruitful observance
during Lent. There is, as you know, the practice of fasting and abstinence, as well as prayer and almsgiving;
and all of these serve as a means to not only prepare for the joy and glory of Easter, but also to lend ourselves
to a more focused opportunity to live the example that Jesus gave us so that we can be His disciples.

This is from the United Conference of Catholic Bishops in the United States: “Ash Wednesday and Good
Friday are obligatory days of fasting and abstinence for Catholics. In addition, Fridays during Lent are
obligatory days of abstinence. For members of the Latin Catholic Church, the norms on fasting are obligatory
from age 18 until age 59. When fasting, a person is permitted to eat one full meal, as well as two smaller
meals that together are not equal to a full meal. The norms concerning abstinence from meat are binding upon
members of the Latin Catholic Church from age 14 onwards.”

We are all familiar with this, and it is based on the scripture and tradition of the Church since its beginning.
But the question is: Is Lent simply a matter following a bunch of rules and regulations until we arrive to Easter
morning? Well, no; and in fact, Lent can be a wonderful opportunity for spiritual renewal that we can carry
with us throughout the year. As a footnote, we can fast, abstain, pray, and give alms any time of the year, and
I know that many of you do.

So, what more can we do? Or, perhaps the question is: What more is possible?

This from a homily by Saint John Chrysostom, bishop: “Prayer is the light of the spirit. Prayer and converse
with God is a supreme good. it is a partnership and union with God. As the eyes of the body are enlightened
when they see light, so our spirit, when it is intent on God, is illumined by his infinite light. I do not mean the
prayer of outward observance but prayer from the heart, not confined to fixed times or periods, but continuous
throughout the day and night.”

Then St. John Chrysostom goes on to point out: “Our spirit should be quick to reach out toward God not
only when it is engaged in meditation; at other times also, when it is carrying out its duties, caring for the
needy, performing works of charity, giving generously in the service of others, our spirit should long for God,
and call him to mind, so that these works may be seasoned with the salt of God’s love, and so make a
palatable offering to the Lord of the universe.” (Quote from The Liturgy of the Hours, Vol. 2, Lenten Season/
Easter Season, Office of Readings, Friday after Ash Wednesday, Catholic Book Publishing Co., N.Y., 1976,

p. 68-69)

So, to be sure, the formal observance of Lent is important, but equally important is the spiritual aspect as
well. This coming Wednesday can be a simple beginning to a well-balanced way of life that can help us to
draw closer to God, through prayer and works of charity. In the end, as St. John Chrysostom tells us, it is a
gift of God by His grace, and it is something that we can live every day; and with Lent as a time to begin with
spiritual renewal, it is a gift that we can carry with us always, a gift that we share with others, always giving

thanks and glory to God. bl s
