Today we continue our celebration of the Christmas season by honoring the Holy Family. In our Gospel 

reading from Matthew, we learn about the flight of the Holy Family to Egypt. An angel appears to 

Joseph, telling him to take Mary and their newborn son Jesus and flee because danger was on the way. 

King Herod was worried that a new king had been born, thereby fulfilling the prophecy of the Israelites. 

Herod wanted this new King to be found and destroyed. 

We know that this prophecy in the Old Testament was fulfilled in Jesus' birth, but King Herod and the 

people were looking for a Savior who was a king, a warrior or prince in purely human terms. Herod 

didn’t want anyone to take his throne away from him.  

Obviously, Jesus didn’t come to take away Herod’s throne, but to bring the kingdom of God and to save 

us from our sins. God sent His only Son to be born in a manger and to walk among us so that He might 

show us how to be in a right relationship with God. He also shows us what is important in God's eyes. It 

isn’t wealth and power but instead love of neighbor and kindness. How can we live the kingdom of God 

in family life?
