Dear St. Thomas the Apostle Parishioners, 
 

The last two weekends during our Liturgy of the Word part of the Holy Mass, we tried to meditate upon our 
faith from several angles. We attempted to see how our faith could be easily over-intellectualized; in other 
words: we often love to talk about our faith, we think we know what our faith is and even sometimes we 
think we know what other people should believe and what their faith should look like… .  And that is all 
what this kind of faith does for us, namely stays in our head (mind). From another angle, we see clear       
examples of a very practical faith, the kind of faith put into action, faith that maybe rather dwells in our 
hearts. I personally like to describe FAITH as a PHENOMENON; because we can only see how faith     
manifests itself (in us, around us, toward others). I feel it is extremely difficult to observe or experience faith 
as a NOUMENON; that is as a thing – in – itself. We see the glimpses of it as we read Saint Paul’s Letters (I 
hope you have done your homework and read that 2nd chapter of the Letter of Saint Paul to the Philippians? 
Of how “at the name of Jesus every knee should bend”?) or we could almost feel it as we read stories about 
Jesus in the Gospels. Again, today, like last weekend when Christ calms the storm on Lake Tiberias, when 
Jesus just simply whispers “Lid ma mah”, Our Lord whispers again the most genuine simple, moving 
words: “Talitha koum” – “Little girl, I say to you, arise” (see Mk chapter 21) and all are in awe again. Faith 
in plain sight; just because Jesus SAID SO even the elements of nature, laws of physics give way to His 
power. Pray to have such faith, my friends. Pray that Christ Jesus will nourish and increase these seeds of 
faith in us that have already been planted in us by Almighty God. Let us pray that we could put our faith into 
action.  Maybe one day, could we see it for what it really is?
