As you know, when hearing the readings at Mass, we are presented with a movement from the Old Testament to the Gospels.  So, 
for example, we hear the narrative of the Israelites crossing the Red Sea, followed by their rebellion while Moses received the Ten 
Commandments, and in the Gospels, we hear the Sermon on the Mount, followed by Our Lord’s cleansing of the leper.  The same 
can be said for the weekday readings as well, and whether a weekend reading or a weekday reading, whether the Old Testament, the 
Gospels, or the Letters to the Churches, we can always make some connection that can help us to arrive to a deeper understanding 
of the sacred mysteries so that we can apply scriptures to our lives today. 
   So, this past Monday, in the first reading, we were given the narrative of what happened after the Israelites entered the promise 
land, and after the death of Joshua.  At this point, the people soon forgot what God did for them, liberating them from their slavery 
to the Egyptians and all that God revealed to them through Moses, especially the Ten Commandments.  They fell into pagan      
worship of idols, as well as various expressions of sorcery and witchcraft, even sacrificing their children to idols while they were 
still alive.   
   In the Gospel, we are presented with the young man who practiced the worship of his faith perfectly, both in regard to ritual    
observance and the moral law of Moses, including the Ten Commandments.  But, in his encounter with Jesus, he attempted to know 
more, to go further, and it is commonly observed among scripture scholars that his efforts were questionable; in short, he tried to 
both impress Jesus and justify himself. 
   In both cases mentioned above, what we can say, in principle, is that we have examples of what happens when we cannot go any 
further in the life that God calls us.  The Israelites were willing to follow God into the promise land, and the young man was willing 
to observe the Law of Moses to the letter, but when challenged to persevere when things became too much, so to speak, in reality, 
more than what they expected, they were not willing to go any further. 
   Now in the Gospel for this weekend, we find ourselves hearing the narrative just after and the words of Our Lord known as “the 
bread of life discourse” in the Gospel of John.  Jesus is beginning to speak more clearly regarding the mystery of the eucharist, and 
because what He was saying required understanding and faith well beyond what was possible for some of the people listening to 
him, as well as  they were not humble enough to learn more, they no longer followed Him (as a footnote, if they followed Jesus 
from that moment to His most sorrowful passion, death, resurrection, and continued as disciples in the ancient church, they would 
have attended the first Masses ever celebrated).    
   So, it is at this point that we are introduced to the “hard sayings” of Jesus.  As the people said themselves: “This is a hard saying; 
who can accept it?”  Let us consider a few of what can be considered the “hard sayings” of Jesus in the Gospels:  
 

Matthew 5:48 
“Be perfect as your heavenly father is perfect.” 
 

Matthew 8:21 
“Another of his disciples said unto him, Lord suffer me first to go and bury my father.  But Jesus said unto him, follow me; and let 
the dead bury the dead”  
 

Matthew 10:34 
“Do not think that I am come to bring peace on earth; I came not to bring peace, but a sword.” 
 

Matthew 10:37 
“Anyone who loves his father or mother more than me is not worthy of me.”  
 

John 8:24 
“That is why I told you that you would die in your sins. For unless you believe that I am He, you will die in your sins.” 
 

Matthew 5:29-30  
“If your right eye causes you to sin, tear it out and throw it away.  It is better for you to lose one of your members than to have your 
whole body thrown into hell. And if your right hand causes you to sin, cut it off and throw it away. It is better for you to lose one of 
your members than to have your whole body go into hell.”  
 

   And there are many more.  So, as we continue to make our journey of faith, we will be called further than we ever thought, and 
considering what our culture insists on imposing upon us, our families, and especially our children, in absolute conflict with the 
teachings of the church and what we know to be true, especially in regard to the practice of our faith and in conflict with nature and 
common sense,  through legislative action against our freedom of will, which is a gift from God, we need to ask ourselves which 
sayings are harder, what the world demands or what God reveals?
