MESSAGE FROM OUR PASTOR,

Dear St. Thomas the Apostle Parishioners,

Week after week now, in the midst of a very stubborn pandemic, we try our best to feed ourselves spiritually
and sacramentally so our immortal souls could never be low on fuel or maybe even on R.E.M mode. As your
priest and your pastor, I pray for you daily and offer many of such prayers for your families and it not only
keeps me busy, but it fills a very special part in my soul and heart. It does help me to look forward into every
new day, and even though I can’t see many of you in person, I know that you also are praying for our parish
of St. Thomas here in Norwalk. I am most indebted to all of you for your ongoing support and prayers.

Now, the 22™ Chapter of the Gospel according to St. Matthew is one of those fragments preparing us for the
final days of Our Lord Jesus Christ in His City of Jerusalem. One of the outstanding parts of this chapter are
the words of Jesus that are now a “classic”’; The description of the Great Commandment. That is the essence
of today’s Gospel. Yet as with all we do, we dig a bit deeper into Lord’s Lesson today, and right away we
could agree that most of us understands rather well what it means to love Our God. But what is the meaning
behind the second part of Christ’s saying today? What does it mean to love my neighbor as I love myself? Is
it some kind of newer version of the ancient Golden Rule or a new spin on the Sh’ma (see Deuteronomy
6:4)? Why the Great Commandment from Matthew 22 could be so very complementary to the New
Commandment of John chapter 13? Why does our Lord affirm so much of who we are as humans, that not
only He delivers statements like the one in today’s Gospel, but “Became flesh, and dwelt among us” (see
John 1:13) in the first place?

I hope, my friends, that as we pray for one another this week and we strive to follow Jesus and His teachings
more closely, we could take some time to show each other how much we love one another. Upon us is the
great Solemnity of All Souls and All Saints, and we will celebrate our annual Memorial Mass to
commemorate all of our parish family who have died this past year. During the moments like the upcoming
All Saint and All Souls Masses, we again and again feel how much we love and miss the people we lost.
Shouldn’t this sacred time be a tremendous lesson for all of us that maybe we should show all of those we
care for and are dear to us how much we love them while they are still alive, and they are still with us? The
Great Commandment is hands on; maybe that’s the way Jesus saw it? (: -
