   Now that we find ourselves in a post-resurrection reality as we continue to pray, worship, and practice the 
Catholic Faith, what are we to do?  From a more practical point of view, what has really changed?  We live in 
the same town; we have the same jobs, duties, and responsibilities; we belong to the same parish; the daily 
and weekend Mass schedule will return to what it was; we still live in difficult and  controversial times; and 
whether our situation, both private and public, may either improve or worsen, we will continue to find our-
selves within the same basic means and resources that we utilized before, and this can be said of anything that 
is domestic or spiritual. 
   Yet, regarding what I stated above, is that true?  Well, yes and no.  We can, with a degree of certainty,     
resign ourselves to the places, people, things, and situations that we all knew, let’s say, two weeks ago; and 
we will most likely be able to utilize just about every means and resource we did before in so far as any       
domestic or temporal responsibilities and realities currently within our reach, and we can most certainly    
continue with our daily practice of prayer and worship.  Moreover, we can be honest enough with ourselves 
that any potential for improvement or decline is possible in regard to just about anything.   
  So, where does this all leave us, and what was the point of the observances we made since ashes were placed 
on our foreheads to mark the beginning of Lent?  Obviously, we have participated in numerous beautiful and 
potentially edifying and unique events and observances, to say the least, when compared to the rest of the    
Liturgical Year.  But what was the point of it all, that is to say, the changing of colors, the stripping away of 
flowers, covering statues, followed afterwards with redecorating all things in the highest fashion?  Was it all 
about appearances and mere observation?  
   Certainly not. You know this.  We heard a change in the prayers at Mass and in the reading of scriptures; we 
did not say or sing the Gloria at Sunday Mass; we chose to deny ourselves something to temper our bodies; 
we increased our prayer, or prayed something new, or chose a different way and place to pray altogether.  
Maybe we chose to say less and listen more.  Maybe we chose to NOT listen, watch, or read something; while 
at the same time, we replaced it all with something more or less, greater or smaller, or even a combination of 
old and new, eventually followed by liturgical actions, prayers and worship of grandeur, joy and hope.  It was 
different indeed.   
   Perhaps then, the question is, not so much what has changed, but what will change; or at least, if something 
has changed, and if this time has brought about a changed, what does it mean; and finally, what will we do 
with the time we have left?  Will this time, a time after denial, trial, challenge, suffering, prayer, examination, 
and reflection be followed by a new hope, a new faith, a new life? 
Only time will tell, as they say, and even the twelve apostles, who ate, worked and lived with Jesus Himself 
needed time so that Jesus “open their minds to understand the Scriptures.”  (Lk 24:45) If it took time for them, 
then it will for us too.  The most important thing for now is that we are in this time, and at this time, and    
everything that we will do lies ahead of us.  All we need do is keep in mind what Jesus said to the apostles and 
will say to us today and tomorrow: “These are my words that I spoke to you while I was still with you .”  
(Lk  24:44)
