Dear St. Thomas the Apostle Parishioners, 
 

Europe, and soon after the entire World, woke up on the brink of a terrible war. National Socialism, a system 
employed by both Hitler and Stalin, ignited World War II and Communism, devouring over 100 million       
human beings as they pushed the realization of their idealistic, Hegelian utopias. Before it all started, a simple 
nun from Poland began to experience a series of supernatural apparitions containing a number of messages 
from Jesus Christ. Our Lord was entrusting Sister Faustina with messages about His Mercy and                
overwhelming Love for humanity, to the point of calling her a “ Secretary” of His Divine Mercy, which we 
read in what we now know as the Diary of Sister Faustina. Consistently, Christ urged Sister to speak about 
His desire to save humanity through His Mercy from all atrocities and horrors that followed shortly after. We 
could only guess now…few have listened to Sister Faustina. Maybe more will listen now and in the days and 
years to come? 

The primary focus of the Divine Mercy Devotion is the merciful love of God and the desire to let that love 
and mercy flow through one's own heart towards those in need of it. Pope John Paul II referred to this when 
he said: "Apart from the mercy of God, there is no other source of hope for mankind". 

As in the prayers that form the Chaplet of Divine Mercy, there are three main themes to the Divine Mercy 
Devotion: to ask for and obtain the mercy of God, to trust in Christ's abundant mercy, and finally to show 
mercy to others and act as a conduit for God's mercy towards them. 

The first and second elements relate to the signature "Jesus, I trust in You" on the Divine Mercy image and as 
Sister Faustina stated on April 28, 1935, the day the first Divine Mercy Sunday was celebrated, Jesus told 
her: "Every soul believing and trusting in My Mercy will obtain it". 

The third component is reflected in the statement "Call upon My mercy on behalf of sinners" attributed to  
Jesus in Faustina's diary. This statement is followed in the diary by a specific short prayer: "O Blood and  
Water, which gushed forth from the Heart of Jesus as a fount of Mercy for us, I trust in You." which Faustina 
also recommended for the Hour of Divine Mercy. In her diary, Faustina wrote that Jesus told her: "I demand 
from you deeds of mercy, which are to arise out of love for Me".  He explained that there are three ways of 
exercising mercy toward your neighbor: the first-by deed, the second-by word, the third-by prayer. 

My Friends, I cordially invite you this Sunday afternoon – at 3PM – to join us in prayer during a special Holy 
Hour dedicated to the mystery of Divine Mercy.
