It is He whom the Father raised from the dead, lifted up on high 
and set at his right hand, appointing him judge of the living and the dead. In his Spirit we have been brought 
to life and gathered into unity, and so make our pilgrim way toward the goal of human history, a goal in   
complete harmony with the loving plan of God to make all things one in Christ, the things in heaven and the 
things on earth. 
   The Lord himself says: See, I am coming soon; I bring my recompense with me, to give to everyone what 
his deeds deserve. I am Alpha and Omega, the first and the last, the beginning and the end.
