The Gospel today contains a powerful story of the death and resurrection of 

Lazarus. Jesus first weeps at the loss of His friend Lazarus. He is sad with those 

who are grieving the loss of their brother and friend. In fact, John says that Jesus 

wept. Losing someone we love to death is very sad for those of us on earth. 

But the story doesn’t end there! Just like Jesus’ death doesn’t end there, neither 

does Lazarus’. Jesus uses this moment to teach Mary and Martha (and all of those 

gathered) that He is the Resurrection and the Life. Jesus then raises Lazarus from 

the dead—after he had been dead for days!  

Can you imagine witnessing this miracle? Just like Jesus wept with those who 

were sad at Lazarus’ death, so He is with us in our sufferings and sorrows. And as 

He brings hope and joy to those at Lazarus’ tomb that day, He wants to bring 

hope and joy to us as well! When we place our trust in Jesus, He will never fail us.

How do you think Martha and Mary felt at different times in this 

event?
