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THE ETERNAL LOGOS

In Luke 21:33 Jesus said, “Heaven and earth shall pass away (as refined by fire heaven and
earth), but my words (logos) shall not pass away.”

In John 1:1 Jesus is defined as the Word and declares that He, the Word, was God. If we use the
Greek word, then verse 1 would read this way (and accurately): “In the beginning was the
Logos, and the Logos was with God, and the Logos was God.”

We could rephrase Luke 21:33 in this manner: “Heaven and earth shall pass away, but I, the
Logos, shall not pass away.”

The logos, Jesus, shall remain through eternity. This means that his entire logos that we have
today will endure even into the renewed earth and heaven. Jesus and His word will never

change and shall be applied throughout all eternity.

Hebrews 13:8 declares, “Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and today, and forever.” Through
eternity, He and His word never change.

Jesus is from the eternal and into eternity.
