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GLORY AND HONOR 
 
Psalm 30:2-3 says, “O LORD my God, I cried unto thee, and thou hast healed me.  O 
LORD, thou hast brought up my soul from the grave [death sentence].  Thou hast kept 
me alive, that I should not go down to the pit.”
