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EL SHADDAI

In Genesis 17:1 it says, “..I am the Almighty God; walk before me, and be thou perfect.” The
word Almighty God is El Shaddai. It is found 48 times in the Old Testament. It means the “all
sufficient” one, or the “God that is more than enough.”

When Almighty God came to Abram at 90 years old, he revealed his nature to him. He made a
covenant with Abram and then changed his name to Abraham. Abraham came to know Him as
the one that kept his promises, and indeed was more than enough.

When Abraham was past the age of childbearing El Shaddai (AlImighty God) changed that death
sentence to a life sentence. Abraham and Sarah had Isaac, a miracle child. Later, after Sarah
died Abraham took another wife, Keturah, and had six more sons with her. Once again, the “all
sufficient, more than enough” God brought life.

This same “All Sufficient God” is the same God that entered your spirit and gave you eternal
life. He is the same God that will meet every need that you have and give you your heart’s
desires as you delight yourself in him.

He hasn’t changed, my friend. He is still revealing himself to us individually and giving us “more
than enough” so we can establish his kingdom. Are you walking in that revelation? Are you sick
and in need of healing? Are you financially in trouble? Are you seeing yourself “dead” like
Abram was? Then El Shaddai is the one to call on and receive your “more than enough.”

It will come to you by faith. It may be instant, or it may take a little time, but you can be sure
that El Shaddai will bring it to pass in his timing as you believe. Abram believed in El Shaddai,
and he received the son of promise. He will provide your needs also, because His supply is “all
sufficient, and more than enough!”
