| have had so many people say to me, “How can people do the horrible things they are
doing, and how can they hate the way they do. Are they blind?” Well, the answer to that s,
yes, they are blind.

In Il Corinthians 4:3-4 it says, “but if our gospel be hid, it is hid by them that are lost: In
whom the god of this world hath blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the
light of the glorious gospel of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine on them.”

As you can see from these verses, Satan, the god of this world, has blinded these people
from seeing the truth. They in turn lead others in the same false way, so the “blind are
leading the blind.”
