believeth: to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.” 

II. Everyone has the problem with sin! 

Romans 3:23 – “For all have sinned and come short of the Glory 

of God.” 

III. God has the solution for the problem of sin! 

Romans 6:23 – “For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God 

is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.” 

IV. God loves sinners! 

Romans 5:8 – “But God commendeth His Love toward us, in that, 

while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.” 

V. We must turn away from our sins or we will be lost in sin! 

Luke 13:3 – “I tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all 

likewise perish.”
