 Regarding the creation of a suggested reading list on diversity, such a list has been 

suggested and is under review by the School Board.  I am urging the Board to adopt, as soon as 

possible, a reliable and broad-based suggested list so that students, parents and interested 

citizens can, if they choose, have a selection of reading materials on this important subject.  It is 

important to remember that this suggested reading list is not curriculum and individual books 

listed thereon may or may not be included in any part of the Central York School District’s 

course work.
