Augsburg Lutheran Church invites anyone to join them for a 
community dinner the third Sunday of every month. On August 17, they 
served 43 families (145 people.)  They had to discontinue the hot meals 

but now do a “Take and Make” meal such as frozen pizza, salad and 
cookies or frozen entree, vegetables and cookies.  They also have a 

small food pantry where the participants can choose some items to take 
home. The families are very appreciative of the blessings they share. 

 
Pleasant Run Presbyterian has offered their non-Food Pantry for a 

number of years on the third Saturday of the month,10:00 AM to noon. 
They provide items which are not available as part of federal or state 

“food stamp” programs, such as paper goods, cleaning supplies, 
laundry detergents and personal hygiene 
products. They serve folks in the following 
zip codes: 45014, 45218, 45231, 45240, 
45251. Participants need to register one 
time with valid ID and a current utility or 
other bill with name and address.  They 

serve approximately 50 clients each month.

donations in baskets on the front pews when you go up to receive 
Communion.
