General Overview
In addition to learning sessions, the Nutrition Networking Symposium will showcase a variety of nutrition/food is medicine-focused vendors.  The vendor area will consist of federal, state and community nutrition programs and services including health-focused food companies and others.  Attendees will be able to connect with key program staff and gather information about nutrition-focused programs, services and internship opportunities. 
Who will attend: Food, nutrition, health professionals, nutrition advocates, academic, government and public policy officials, vested community stakeholders, to include medical, public health, and dietetic students.

✨ Ideas for Booth/Table Decorations:
· Display colorful baskets or arrangements of fresh fruits and vegetables
· Use tablecloths, runners, or backdrops with nutrition-themed designs (e.g., fruit patterns, veggie prints)
· Incorporate educational posters or signage highlighting healthy eating tips
· Offer interactive elements like fruit-infused water stations or healthy packaged snack samples, offer a simple food demonstration.
· Add decorative props such as reusable produce bags, miniature garden planters, or nutrition-themed centerpieces
· Highlight your organization’s products/services with a “nutrition twist” (e.g., branded items paired with fruit/veggie visuals)


Vendor Information and Requirements:

Permitted Vendors will include:
· Community organizations that provide food is medicine and nutrition programs for the public including healthy food demonstrations.
· Healthcare organizations that provide innovative nutrition services.
· Government food and nutrition programs.
· Academic institutions with dietetic & public health programs.
· Organizations seeking to recruit food and nutrition professionals, interns and volunteers.
· Healthy food companies focusing on nutrition. (sponsors)
· Sponsors

Not permitted:
· Organizations seeking to fundraise for other causes.
· Organizations seeking to solicite for other “for fee” events.

All vendors must have the following:
· A table cover with your agency's logo.
· Signage
· Information to hand out to attendees including any give aways.
· Staff must wear a conference badge

The vendor table:
There is no charge for vendor tables.  Each vendor table will be assigned by FANN.  Each vendor table will be 6ft. in length and will come with 2 chairs for staff.  All staff must wear a Nutrition Networking Symposium badge which you will receive up check-in at the registration tables. FANN staff will guide you to your table in the morning.  All vendor staff must be registered to attend.

Vendor materials to bring:
Please showcase your organization’s nutrition educational materials as the Symposium is a nutrition-focused event.  This should include nutrition/health literature such as handouts, flyers and other materials which educate the public about nutritional health.  Vendors should bring materials about your nutrition programs and services.  Vendors are also encouraged to bring promotional/marketing materials such as give aways (pens, clips, note pads, water bottles, and others).  If you are providing a healthy food demostration please ensure to bring enough food samples, gloves and possess a food handlers permit.  Healthy food items and snacks if you are a nutrition-focused food sponsor.

Vendor materials not permitted:
You are not permitted to solict for any fundraising event for your company.  Do not bring any materials used for this purpose.  Violators will be asked to leave.

Vendor set-up time:
Vendors will be able to set up the day before the event on Wednesday, March 25, from 4pm-6pm.  Vendors will also be able to set up as early as 7:30am on the day of the Symposium, Thursday, March 26, 2026.  Vendors should be set up by 8:30am on March 26.   FANN staff will be at the Symposium conference center to guide you to your vendor table(s).  

Vendor break-down:
Vendors will be able to breakdown their tables following the afternoon break.  Please take all materials with you, leaving the table(s) empty. 

Food for staff:
Since staff will be manning your agency’s vendor table all day or in shifts, food, coffee and water will be availble the day of the Nutrition Networking Symposium for vendors and presenters.   

Staffing of vendor table:
All vendor tables must be staffed during peak times when sessions are out for break or lunch.  During non-peak times we encourage vendor staff to attend the learning sessions.
