Blessed Carlo Acutis was born May 1991 and died 12
October 2006 of leukemia. Acutis was noted for his
cheerfulness, computer skills, and devotion to the

Eucharist, which became a core theme of his life. He was
beatified by Pope Francis on 10 October 2020, and in

2024 his canonization was approved. He will be canonized
at a yet unannounced later date.

How wonderful it is to see the students returning; football
and soccer teams have returned. We wish them all well as
we welcome them to Antigonish. This is a reminder of just
a few weeks left before the return to school, college and

university.
