PACKING LIST

AFRICA

This is a very easy trip to pack for. While at camp you will have access to daily laundry service. Expect temperatures to range from a low of 40 degrees in the morning, to a high of 85 degrees mid-day. We have found it best to bring quiet clothes you can layer. Olive, Khaki, or dark green work well, no bright colors please. Don’t over pack, and save room for souvenirs. If you are going to use any charters, they will enforce strict weight limitations on your baggage. 

Suggestions:

2 long sleeve shirts

4 short sleeve shirts

2 pair long pants. convertible pants/shorts with zip off legs work well.

2 pair walking shorts

1 sweater
5 underwear changes

6 pair socks (The sock god eats them, just like at home!)

1 pair comfortable walking boots/shoes

1 pair of camp shoes (I use the ones I travel in)

1 warm jacket (suggest fleece)
1 hat

1 swim suit

1 extra nylon bag for souvenirs (this type is easy to pack and will not take up much room)

Binoculars, cameras with telephoto lens, film, spare battery for the camera, sunglasses, pocket flashlight (for each traveler), extra batteries, sewing kit, suntan lotion, insect repellent. Kleenex

packets. a couple of good books, and your shaving toiletries kit, along with any medications you

may require including a anti Malaria prophylactic. If you are going to Victoria Falls please ensure you bring a poncho or rain suit (disposable) as you will surely get wet while viewing the falls.

Don’t forget a voltage converter if you want to charge any electrical equipment. The voltage in 

Africa is 220.
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
