The Ffather ig made of none: neither created nor begotten.
The Son is of the Father alone; not made, nor created, but
beqotten. The BHoly Ghost is of the Jfather and of the Son:
neither made, nor created, nor begotten, but proceeding. So

there is one JFather, not three fathers; one Son, not three
Sons; one Holy Ghost, not three Boly Ghosts. And in this
@rinity none is before or after other; none is qreater or [ess
than another; But the whole three Persons are coeternal
together, and coequal: so that in all things, as is aforesaib,
the ®nity in Trinity and the Trinity in Anity is to be

& _Jfurthermore, it is necessary to eberlagting salbation that
he also believe faithfully the incarnation of otir Lord Jesus
- Christ. Hfor the vight faith is, that e beliebe and confess
that our Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of God, is God and
fHlan; God of the Substance of the Jrather, begotten before
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the worlds; and Man of the substance of Bis mother, born in
the world; Perfect God and perfect Man, of a reasonable
soul and human flesh subsgisting. €qual to the I ather as
touching Bis Godhead, and inferior to the Father as
touching His manhood; Who, although He be God and Man,
pet PHe is not two, but one Christ: Gne, not by conbersion of
the Godhead into flesh, but by taking the manhood into God;
One altogether; not by confusion of Subsgtance, but by unity
of Person. For as the reagonable soul and flesh is one man,
s0 God and Man is one Christ; Pho suffered for our
salbation; descended into hell, vose again the third day from
the dead; He ascended into heaven; Be sitteth on the right
hand of the Father, God Almighty; from whence He shall
come to judge the quick and the dead. At whose coming all
men shall rise again with their bodies, and shall give an
account of their otwn works. And they that have done good
shall go into life eberlagting; and they that habe done ebil,-
into eberlasting fire.

This is the-catholic faith; which except a man beliebe
faithfully and firmly, be cannot be gabed. -
