either the Large or Small Mandrel.

NOTE: Unthread the 2-1/2" and 2-1/8"
Hole Saws from one another before use.

2. The correct size Mandrel will fit
exactly into the Hole Saw.

3. Use the Adapter to attach the Small
Mandrel to medium size Hole Saws
(such as 1-3/8" and 1-1/2" sizes.)
Carefully thread the Adapter into
the Hole Saw and then thread the
Small Mandrel through the bottom
so that it screws into the Adapter.
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To attach Hole Saw to the
Large Mandrel, see illustrations
and instructions on facing page.
