Janus-Faced Faith

At this most auspicious occasion, when the worldly-wise and wild resolve to better

a living hope” ought also to make New Year's resolutions, but ones with more meaning than
our own meager vanity. And unlike the vapid masses, we will perform what we resolve. This
new year let'tis set our goals not only on physical exercise but to “work out our salvation
with fearand trembling,” not only to healthy food choices but also to choose to consume that
spiritual food of the Scriptures, and not to simply knocking off our bad habits but to breaking
off our superfluities.

All babies born on his day were dedicated to him, and his day was
commemorated with wishes and aspirations for accomplishments throughout the year.

And yet this is far from the only holiday we’ve hijacked from heathens. We’'ve been
aping pagans for ages now, keeping the day of Sol Invictus Mithra called Sunday, the
birthday of Tammuz we call Christmas, the fertility rite called Lupercalia now known as
Valentine’s Day which honors Faunus, and the day of the sex goddess, Fastre.
