The OBX is a fabulous golf destination.  There are several challenging courses both on the islands and 
off.  Many participate in “Golf Now.” 
 
Duck Woods Country Club’s 18-hole championship golf course was designed by the renowned 
architect, Ellis Maples, who created over 70 golf courses in the Southeast, including Pinehurst #5. Duck 
Woods is a private club, however unaccompanied guests are welcome. Unaccompanied guest rates are 
slightly higher than accompanied. Rates vary according to the time of year. Visitors to the club may play 
at tourist rates when tee times are available. Contact the Professional Shop for further details at (252)

To get to Duck Woods Country Club, turn left onto Hillcrest Drive.  Follow Hillcrest to the intersection with 
East Dogwood Drive, turn right.  Follow East Dogwood to the intersection with North and South Dogwood, 
turn left onto South Dogwood.  Duck Woods is 1.5 miles on the left. 
 
Another nearby option is Sea Scape Golf Links. This course uses the windswept sand dunes and 
maritime forest to showcase the natural beauty of the Outer Banks. Dramatic elevation changes offer 
ocean views on several holes. The unique coastal environment makes this course a must-play for true 
enthusiasts of the game. 
 
Located at 300 Eckner Street, Kitty Hawk, NC 27949, Sea Scape Golf Links is open to the public year 
round, Sea Scape offers club rentals and a fully stocked pro shop. Go online or call (252) 261-2158. 
 

 
 

To get to Sea Scape, turn right onto Hillcrest Drive.  Proceed to the intersection of Hillcrest and NC 12 
Duck Road, turn right.  Stay on NC 12 to the intersection with US 158, turn left.  Follow 158 0.2 miles.  
Turn right onto Eckner St.  CAUTION: The Sea Scape sign telling you where to turn is VERY small. The 
Sea Scape pro shop is on the right.
