1859 - 1945

Barnabas Hisayoshi Terasawa was a
Christian minister in Japan. He emigrated
to the United States with his wife and
children in the early 1900s.

The Terasawa’s came with seven children,
all born in Japan: Agnes, Henry, Midori,
Isaac, Faith, Grace, and Lily. Sadly, Isaac and
Grace both died young before the war. His
wife, Fukuko, died in 1939.

Rev. Terasawa died in Topaz on January 31,
1945. At the age of 86, he was the oldest
person to die in Topaz. He was survived by five
of his children and five grandchildren.
