Tane Matsui

1875 - 1943

Tane Matsui (née Kuruma) and her husband
Takejiro, emigrated from Yamaguchi, Japan in
1900. They had their first child, Tomi, in
Hawai'i in 1903. Their second child, Masaiji,
was born in San Francisco.

Takejiro died in November 1941, weeks
before Pearl Harbor was bombed.

Tane passed away on December 13, 1943.

She was survived by her two children and

two grandchildren. A third grandchild was
born two months after Tane died.
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
