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When I was 25 years old, I was challenged as a magician and as 
a skeptic to examine the miracles of Christ from a magician’s 
point of view. In making this investigation I not only discovered 
that Jesus Christ had to be who He claimed to be — the Son of 
God and the Savior of the world; but I also discovered that He is 
the “magic” ingredient who really makes life worth living. 

Since that time, in my performances throughout the world, I 
have used my talent not just to entertain people, but to share 
my deep personal faith in Christ. 

During these past years some well-meaning and sincere Chris-
tians have asked me such questions as, “How can a magician be 
a Christian? Isn’t the use of magic unscriptural? What does 
magic have to do with Christianity” etc. I make the following 
comments for the purpose of helping people to understand the 
difference between what the Bible condemns as magic and the 
type of entertainment I do, which in our time is referred to as 
magic. 

The dictionary gives two meanings to the word magic. The first 
definition is as follows: “The pretended art of producing effects 
or controlling events by chams, spells, and rituals supposed to 
govern certain natural or supernatural forces; sorcery; witch-
craft.” The practices contained in this definition are all con-
demned by God in eh Bible. Whether these practices are 
claimed to be used for good or not makes no difference, they 
are still condemned as an abomination to God. 

The second definition in the dictionary is for theatrical magic: 
“The art of producing baffling effects or illusions by slight of 
hand. Concealed apparatus, etc.” This definition describes what 
I do. I have made a very careful study of every Hebrew and 
Greek words in the Old and New Testaments ah tahas been 
translated magician, diviner, soothsayer, wizard, conjurer, as-
trologer, sorcerer, etc. Not one of the definitions of the Greek 
and Hebrew words describes or implies this second definition of 
the word magic which is use for entertainment purposes and 
which has no relationship with occultic practices. There is har-
mony between the teachings of both Testaments. 

 Old Testament Teachings 
In order to clarify my previous statements, it will serve us well 
to study the various words used in the Scripture which describe 
the pracƟces which are an abominaƟon to God.  Since Deuter-
onomy 18:9-14 is more inclusive than the other passages in 
Genesis, Exodus, LeviƟcus, Isaiah, and Daniel, let’s consider that 
passage and the Ɵtles listed in various translaƟons of the Scrip-
ture. The following is a summary of these pracƟces as explained 
in The Theological Wordbook of the Old Testament edited by R. 
Laird Harris, Gleason L. Archer, Jr., and Bruce K. Waltke and 
published by Moody Press. 

DIVINATION: The exact meaning of this pracƟce in unknown. 
The word seems to convey the idea of obtainingÊanÊoracle 
(divine announcement) by means of drawing lots.  Ezekiel 21:21
-22 provides a Biblical clue as to how divinaƟon may have been 
performed.  

OBSERVER OF TIMES: The meaning of this word is uncertain, as 
the list of words used in various translaƟons indicates (pracƟce 
soothsaying, pracƟce spiriƟsm, fortuneteller, enchanter, etc.). 
Because this word is closely related to the Hebrew word trans-
lated cloud, it may refer to the reading and interpretaƟon of 
cloud paƩerns. Another thought is that this is an onomatopo-
eƟc word, a word that is derived from the sound of the individ-
ual performing the pracƟce.  

ENCHANTER: Because of the similarity of this Hebrew word to 
the word for snake, some scholars are of the opinion that there 
is a connecƟon to snakeÊcharming. Others believe that since 
there is a similarity of hissing sounds between enchanters as 
they chant and snakes, this accounts for the similarity of the 
words.  

WITCH: The RSV uses SORCERER. Exodus 7:11 tells us that Phar-
aoh had this group among his court advisors. Nebuchadnezzar 
also summoned his sorcerers to recount his dream as reported 
in Daniel 2. These men were using natural means to promote 
the belief that they truly had supernatural powers and to lead 
the people into a supersƟƟous, pagan way of life which turned 
them away from the true and living God.  

CHARMER: The Hebrew word reflects the sense of binding orÊ
casƟngÊaÊspell. The usual translaƟon is enchantment which 
refers to the means that the charmer uses in aƩempƟng to in-
fluence people.  

CONSULTER OF FAMILIAR SPIRITS: A variety of terms including 
medium,Ênecromancer,Êghost,ÊandÊspiritÊofÊtheÊdead, are used 
to describe this Hebrew term. I Samuel 28 describes a medium; 
a person who supposedly can make contact with the dead.  
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WIZARD: The root of this word comes from the Hebrew word toÊ
know and implies knowledge available only to the specially iniƟ-
ated and not available to the ordinary person. The wizard was 
one who was thought to be acquainted with the secrets of the 
nonmaterial or unseen world.  

NECROMANCER: This is a general term given for the pracƟce of 
spiritualism. The Hebrew word means seekingÊuntoÊtheÊdead 
and is a comprehensive term which includes all forms of 
aƩempƟng to make contact with departed spirits.  
 

New Testament Teachings 
The New Testament also uses various words to describe the 
pracƟce of magic. Among these is the word translated curiousÊ
arts in Acts 19:19. The Greek word carries the root idea of being 
concerned with other peoples’ business and is translated busy-
bodies in I Timothy 5:13. It conveys the sense of interfering with 
other peoples’ lives through the pracƟce of these curiousÊarts.  

MAGICIAN: Various forms of the Greek word magos are used to 
idenƟfy Simon, Elymas, and the Magi who came to visit Jesus 
aŌer his birth. Although it is not easy to idenƟfy what the term 
magi precisely means, they “were clearly not crude pracƟƟon-
ers of the occult arts” (see “Magic,” The New InternaƟonal Dic-
Ɵonary of New Testament Theology, ed. Colin Brown, published 
by Zondervan).  

SORCERER: As used in the book of RevelaƟon, sorcerer is trans-
lated from the Greek word pharmakos, and carries with it theÊ
ideaÊofÊmedicine,ÊmagicÊpoƟon,Êdrugs,ÊandÊpoison. Sorcery 
(witchcraŌ in KJV) is one of the works of the flesh as listed in 
GalaƟans 5:20.  

SEDUCERS: Some scholars feel that the seducersÊorÊimposters 
of II Timothy 3:13 may be translated sorcerer, wizard, or magi-
cian in light of the menƟon of Jannes and Jambres in vs. 8. SƟll, 
the context of the verse shows that this deceit will be in the 
area of doctrine and not in the area of legiƟmate entertain-
ment.  
 

TheÊNewÊTestamentÊspeaksÊofÊfourÊmagicians.Ê 

SIMON (Acts 8:19- 24) pracƟced magic in Samaria and amazed 
all who saw him. Along with wrongly using his natural abiliƟes 
to try to convince the populace that he had great supernatural 
powers, he was also rebuked by Peter for supposing that the 
manifestaƟons of the Holy Spirit could be purchased with mon-
ey.  

BARJESUS or ELYMAS (Acts 13:4-12) was a false prophet and 
magician who resisted Paul and Barnabas. Paul’s condemnaƟon 
of Elymas was not because of his natural ability to perform, but 
rather because of his wrong use of the ability and his opposiƟon 
to the faith.  

JANNES AND JAMBRES (II Timothy 3:8) are two of the EgypƟan 
magicians who opposed Moses. If they were in fact advisors to 
Pharaoh, we may consider them in the light of the earlier study 
of Hebrew words (See WITCH). 

Conclusions 
Once a person has done any amount of study of these and 
other related Scriptures and has any knowledge of the theatri-
cal art of illusion, he would immediately realize that the prac-
Ɵces defined by the above English and original Greek and He-
brew words are completely foreign to anything anyone in my 
profession does today who uses the Ɵtle “magician.”  

We do not tell the future, we do not try to communicate with 
the dead, and we do not accomplish or claim to accomplish 
our effects by the aid of demons or supernatural powers. In 
fact, when someone arises on the scene that claims to possess 
some type of supernatural power, it is usually the professional 
magicians who are the first to invesƟgate these claims in order 
to expose those who would benefit at the expense of others 
by laying claim to these powers.  

Everything we do is for the purpose of entertainment and in-
strucƟon and is accomplished by natural means that usually 
involve a tremendous amount of work and long hours of prac-
Ɵce. As I have said many Ɵmes, any eight-year-old child can do 
the things I do – with fiŌeen years of pracƟce.  

AnyƟme I menƟon astrology, communicaƟon with the dead, 
or any other form of the occult in my programs, it is either for 
the purpose of dealing with these subjects from a ChrisƟan 
point of view to alert people to the dangers of these subjects 
and their true nature; or secondly, it is a maƩer of applying I 
Corinthians 9:21-23 by using a subject that audiences are in-
terested in today as a springboard to presenƟng the Gospel. 
When I do this, I never compromise my beliefs or deal with 
these subjects in an unscriptural way.  

In everything I do my primary goal is to present the Lord Jesus 
Christ in the power of the Holy Spirit in such an aƩracƟve and 
meaningful manner that people will be drawn to Him. Over 
the years thousands have prayed to receive Christ through 
this outreach, and I have never heard of one person who has 
turned to the occult or other pracƟces condemned by Scrip-
ture as a result of witnessing my performances; however, on 
the contrary I do know of hundreds who have turned away 
from manmade or satanically influenced pracƟces to Christ.  

Magicians are legiƟmate decepƟonists. They use their arƟsƟc 
skill for the purpose of entertainment. “I love magicians be-
cause they are honest men,” said author Elbert Hubbard. 
“They tell you they are going to fool you and then they pro-
ceed to do it. But no maƩer what happens at the show, when 
you get home, you will sƟll have your watch, your pocketbook, 
and your appendix. And that is more than I can say for some 
of my non-magician acquaintances.”  

In my parƟcular case I do use my art to entertain people for 
their momentary pleasure. But when my audience goes home, 
they not only have their watches and pocketbooks, but they 
also leave with the truth that the God of the Bible is sƟll alive, 
the same today as yesterday, and He offers them abundant 
life and love for now and eternity through Jesus Christ
