In-
deed, these churches have purchased 
lands and blocks to start with construc-
tion. Bishop Adjei congratulated the 
membership for their efforts in build-
ing the church of God. He promised to 
assist them with the cost of building.

The Annual Conference opened on 
10th June, 2023 at Gatunguru CME 
Church in Bujumbra. Delegates 
from far and near were fully present 
to participate and catch a glimpse 
of their new bishop.
