June 28, 1911 to Richard and Sallie
Helm as one of eight children. He
attended Mt. Vernon Township High
School and rose to become the
teacher's assistant for the
Woodworking class as a student.
During high school, he obtained
employment from the Mt. Vernon Car
Manufacturing Company alongside his
father but, later, left the company to
experience the adventure of life
through various travels. After returning
home, he was employed as an assistant
at Bonds Pharmacy during the Great
Depression and became renown for his
charity. He would purchase
prescriptions from his own salary and
deliver them to those in need. It is
from this show of humility and faith
that he earned the nickname “Doc”.

In 1934, Doc moved to Springfield to
work as a janitor for the State of lllinois

His professionalism made him one of
the most respected photographers in
the state earning him the nickname
"One-shot Doc".

Helm” provides evidence of the same.

Doc truly believed in helping others
which transferred well into the
Masonic Order in lllinois. While serving
as Grand Photographer of the Most
Worshipful Prince Hall Grand Lodge of
lllinois, he captured thousands of
scenes of charity and celebration. As
the Deputy of the Orient of lllinois from
1986 to 1992, he established the lllinois
Council of Deliberation Scholarship
Fund and the Illlinois Council of
‘Deliberation Journal. These -efforts
aided many in their efforts to pursue

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In retrospect, Doc left a Iegacy of
creativity and service. His efforts
provide evidence of his true nature—a
caring individual who took strides to
ensure the safety, security and success
