Consistory which encompassed the

legitimate Scottish Rite of Freemasonry in
the State of lllinois became the first
Consistory in the Orient of lllinois for
the Northern Jurisdiction. Under the

guidance and direction of Sovereign Grand Inspector General Egbert

Dickerson—the first Deputy, the Orient of lllinois grew at a tremendous
rate. By 1930, the Prince Hall Affiliated Scottish Rite had a presence in the
Northern, Central and Southern Sections of the State of lllinois in the Cities
of Chicago, Springfield and Cairo respectively. By 1950, a fourth Consistory
had been added in the City of East St. Louis. By 1970, three more
Consistories were added in the Northern and Western Chicago Suburbs
and just off of the Mississippi River in the Northwest Corner of the state. In
December of 1973, the lllinois State Assembly Order of the Golden Circle,
auxiliary to the Illinois Council of Deliberation, was formed from Auxiliaries
in the existing Valleys of the Orient. The expansion concluded in 1983 with
the addition of the eighth Consistory in the City of Joliet. With the
continued support of the Order of the Gold Circle Auxiliaries, it is from

these sources that the Orient of lllinois stands on strong footings today.
