[I. INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

PLACEMENT

There must be enough space around the chair for proper operation. There is a required minimum
clearance of 32 inches (81cm) from the front of the chair to the front wall, and 27 inches (68cm) from the
backrest to the back wall.

Step 1: Unpack the two large boxes
Carefully take the main body, back cushion, seat cushion, headrest, and armrests from the boxes.



Note: It requires at least two people to assist with assembly.
