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BYLAWS OF THE JACKSONVILLE AREA GENEALOGICAL AND HISTORICAL SOCIETY
Revised August, 1977l

ARTICLE I: Name.

The name of this organization shall be the Jacksonville Area Genealogical
and Historical Society, hereinafter called the Society.

ARTICLE II: Purposes.

Section 1. The purposes of the Society shall be to preserve and perpetuate
ancestral records of members:-and to assist each other in genealogical research
for educational, patriotic and historical purposes; to discover, collect and pre-
serve any materials which may help to establish or illustrate the history of west
central Illinois counties; to encourage the preservation and safeguarding of mun-
icipal, township, county and state public records of educational, patriotic and
historical significance, and to promote publication of related materials for pub="
lic use.

Section 2. To receive and hold gifts and devises of real and personal estate
from any source for the benefit of the Society and to dispose of any real estate
not needed, and to use solely for the purpose of the Society any funds derived
therefrom or from gifts generally and to do all things incident to the perpetu-
ation of the Society. All of the foregoing are for carrying on the work of the
Society for educational, patriotic and historical purposes as provided in Section
501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

Section 3. No part of the net earnings of the Society shall inure to the
benefit of, or be distributable to its members, trustees, officers, or other
private persons, except that the Society shall be authorized and empowered to pay
reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distribu-
tions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in section 2 hereof.

Section 4. No substantial part of the activities of the Society shall be the
carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and
the Society shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or
distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for
public office. Notwithstanding any other provision of these articles, the Society
shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by a
Society exempt from Federal income tax under section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Rev-
enue Code of 1954 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Inter-
nal Revenue Law) or (b) by a Society, contributions to which are deductible under
section 170(c) (2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (or the corresponding provi-
sion of any future United States Internal Revenue Law) .

Section 5. Upon the dissolution of the Society, the Board of Directors shall,
after paying or making provision for the payment of all of the liabilities of the
Society, dispose of all of the assets of the Society exclusively for the purposes
of the Society in such manner, or to such organization or organizations of educa-
tional, patriotic and historical significance as shall at the time qualify as an
exempt organization under section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954
(or the corresponding proviSion of any future United States Internal Revenue Law),
as the Board of Directors shall determine. Any such assets not so disposed of shall
be disposed of by the Circuit Court of the Seventh Judicial District of the county
in which the principal office of the Society is then located, exclusively for such
purposes or to such organization or organizations, as said Court shall determine,
which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes. This does not in-
clude any articles on temporary or indefinite loan to the Jacksonville Area Genea-
logical and Historical Society as so designated by the owner.

lThese two Articles, as composed, meets the requirements of the Internal
Revenue Service for Federal Income Tax Exemption. These were approved by their
