A few weeks ago, I went to the opening of 

Methodist Conference, to see the new president, Richard Andrew starting his year as 

President. As part of his opening address, he spoke about the theme of the year ‘our 

story, our song’ and I wanted to share a small part of what he said, which hopefully 

helps us, as we consider the future of our churches and circuit. You can find the full 

text on the Methodist Church conference website: 

 

I believe that the rumours of our death have been greatly exaggerated because God is 

faithful, Christ is risen and the Spirit blows amongst us, wherever she wills, drawing 

and calling us into new life, new hope, new community, new creation. It has always 

been so and for those who wish to join in, it offers not only the most exciting of futures 

but also a glimpse into our true vocation in Christ. Our hope and convictions about the 

future are born not out of our present experience of history, important though that it 

is, but from an enduring sense of God’s faithfulness and desire in Jesus Christ in the 

power of the Spirit to make the new heaven and the new earth. 

 

Life in churches and in the circuit isn’t always easy, but without hope, along with the 

actions that require, we may as well shut down now. And as one of our familiar hymns 

says, “In Christ alone, my hope is found.” 

 

For this Plan, you will note that there have been a few changes. At Methodist 

Conference, Teresa Tilley was permitted to preside at Communion, meaning you will 

see her name with HC next to it. This will help churches receive regular communion 

with the reduction of ministers. We welcome back Dave Bonny, now a supernumerary 

minister – I’m sure his name will be cropping up on the Plan before too long, but for 

now he needs to rest & get used to retirement.  We were sorry to hear about the death 

of Stanley Coates and give thanks for his life as well as his ministry as a local preacher 

since 1995.  And finally, Teresa Hawkins has been given a note to preach, she will be 

exploring her call to preach over the next few years. 

 

Let us go out into the world and share that hope with those around us.
