Q1. If a card tells me to go forward a certain number of spaces and I land 

on a repeat sign, do I have to repeat? 

A1. No.  You only obey the repeat sign if you land there because of the roll of 

the dice.  This is also true of all other signals, such as Glissando, D.S. al fine, 

D.C. al fine, etc. 
 

Q2. If I have a card that says to come out of the Practice Room (or any 

penalty box) on one of the repeat signs, do I have to repeat? 

A2. No.  See #1 above. 
 

Q3. If I am sent to a penalty box and have a “get out of the (Practice 

Room, Memory Box, or Composer Box) free” card, am I required to use 

it? A3. No.  You may save the “Get out …. Free” card for later use.  You would simply 

play as if you did not have the card. 

 

Q4. If all players end up in penalty boxes in the same round, what next? 

A4. All players come out without missing a turn and return to their previous 

places.  Then play proceeds as usual. 

 

Q5. Do the arrows on the second half of the board mean to go that 

direction? A5. The arrows show the shortcut a player takes IF the player lands on the 

glissando sign by the roll of the dice, AND knows what it is and what it 

means.    

Q6. What if a player lands on the glissando sign and doesn’t know what it is 

and what it means? 
A6. Player moves back one space as usual, and reads aloud from the glossary. 

 

Q7.  If I land on a command signal and don’t know what it is, don’t I just go 

back one space and read from the glossary? 

A7. No. the “Command Signals” (Repeat signs, D.S. al fine, D.C. al fine) must be 

obeyed whether player knows what they are or not. If player doesn’t know 

what the symbols for command signals are, player should also read aloud 

from the glossary.

Treble Clef or G Clef - in piano music, right hand usually plays 

Bass Clef or F Clef - in piano music, left hand usually plays 

Forte - (pronounced "FOR-tay") - loud 

Flat Sign - lowers the pitch one-half step 

Sharp Sign - raises the pitch one-half step 

Piano - soft 

Repeat Sign - go to the beginning and play it again 

Mezzo Forte - medium loud 

Mezzo Piano - medium soft 

Natural Sign - cancels a sharp or a flat 

Fortissimo - very loud 

walking tempo 

fast, lively 

     Section repeat sign - Marks the beginning  

     of a section that will be repeated. 

     (Repeat the section between two repeat signs facing each other.)

0ine' (pronounced "FEE - nay") - the end 
Da Capo al fine - go to the top (beginning)  

and play from there to the word "fine." Fermata or Birdseye - hold the note a little longer Slur - a curved line connecting two or more 

different notes, to be played smoothly. 

Dal Segno al fine - go to the Segno  

and play from there to the word "fine." 

Tie - a curved line connecting two notes of the same pitch.  

Play the first note an hold it for the time value of both notes. Crescendo - gradually louder 

Decrescendo - gradually softer 

Segno - the sign to which one goes from "D.S." 

Staccato - (dot under or over a note) play the note short and 

detached.  Release the note as soon as you play it. 

Glissando - for piano, glide across the keys between the notes 

indicated. 

Grand Staff - Treble (G) Clef staff and Bass (F) Clef staff joined 

together.
