St. Philip Neri is often called the “Apostle of Rome” for his
extensive work in revitalizing the spiritual life of the city
during the 16™ century. He founded the Congregation of
the Oratory, a community of secular priests dedicated to
prayer, preaching, and the sacraments.

Sense of Humor:

Known for his joyful and playful spirit, St. Philip Neri often
used humor as a tool for evangelization. He believed that a
cheerful disposition was essential for a healthy spiritual life
and often made jokes to keep his followers’ spirits high.

Miraculous Experiences:

Philip Neri experienced numerous mystical events,
including levitations and visions. One of his most notable
experiences was a vision of a globe of fire that entered his
mouth and expanded his heart, filling him with divine love.
