It’s important to understand what the
doctrine of the Immaculate Conception is
and what it is not. Some people think the
term refers to Christ’s conception in Mary’s
womb without the intervention of a human
father; but that is the Virgin Birth. Others
think the Immaculate Conception means
Mary was conceived “by the power of the
Holy Spirit,” in the way Jesus was, but that,
too, is incorrect. The Immaculate
Conception means that Mary, whose
conception was brought about the normal
way, was conceived without original sin or
its stain—that’s what “immaculate” means:
without stain. The essence of original sin
consists in the deprivation of sanctifying
grace, and its stain is a corrupt nature. Mary
was preserved from these defects by God’s
grace; from the first instant of her existence
she was in the state of sanctifying grace and
was free from the corrupt nature original sin
brings.

Who Was Saint Nicholas?

Saint Nicholas was a Christian
bishop who helped the needy.
After his death, the legend of his gift-giving grew.
Saint Nicholas transformed into the legendary
character called Santa Claus, who brings Christmas
presents to children around the world.

There are many legends about Saint Nicholas of
Myra. One story tells how he helped three poor
sisters. Their father did not have enough money to
pay their dowries and thought of selling them into
servitude. Three times, Saint Nicholas secretly went
to their house at night and put a bag of money inside.
The man used the money so that one of his daughters
could marry. On the third visit, the man saw Saint
Nicholas and thanked him for his kindness. He also
reportedly saved three men who were falsely
imprisoned and sentenced to death.
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
